Event Housing Policy
1) Room Capacity

Housing is based on quad room occupancy (four people per room) except at the Wisconsin Dells events (Quakes and Quake Zones) where it is based on quint occupancy (five people per room).  At all other events, provided hotel rules allow, you may place a fifth person in a room at the quad housing rate.  (This is true of the sixth person at the Wisconsin Dells events.) Bed space (or roll-away cot), linens, and towels will not be provided for the extra person, so please come prepared.  

• Due to fire code, most hotels do not allow rollaway beds in rooms with two double beds. For more information about rollaway availability and applicable costs, please call your specific hotel directly. Be sure to specify that you are asking about rollaway cots in rooms with two double bed rooms (called double rooms), as many fire codes will allow rollaway cots in rooms with one king bed but not two double beds.  All rollaway bed arrangements need to go directly through the hotel and not through Youth Encounter; however, arrangements must be made upon arrival at the event, not prior to the start of the event, as the hotel will not have housing information ahead of time.  If there is a charge for the rollaway bed, the requesting party will be responsible for payment prior to receiving the rollaway. When allowed, rollaway beds will be given on a first come, first served basis.  
2) Rooms Not Filled to Capacity

Due to the fact that most hotels charge a set rate for each room, regardless of how many people are occupying it, if you are unable to fill your rooms to capacity, additional housing fees apply based on the total number of participants in your group. In order to keep your costs as low as possible, the fee for each person to participate in the event is based on having four people in a room (with the exception of the Wisconsin Dells events – please see below for more information). If you have a fifth person in a room, it will offset a room occupied by your group with only three people.  
Taking the total number of rooms times 4 and then subtracting the total number of people, we find the number of non-capacity room spaces.  The non-capacity room space will be multiplied by $60, which will then be added to your total amount due, to compensate for rooms not filled to capacity.  If the total is less than zero, no fees will be added.

Wisconsin Dells event rooms not filled to capacity: 
Because Wisconsin Dells Quake and Quake Zone housing is based on a standard of five people in a room (instead of four), the situation is a little different. The total number of sleeping rooms will be multiplied by 5 to determine the number of non-capacity room spaces.  These will then be multiplied by $60 to determine additional housing costs.
Please call the registrar (651-287-8449) for single room rates and double room rates for the Wisconsin Dells events.

3) Room type

In general, you can expect to receive a room with two double beds. In rare situations the hotel provides some rooms with one king bed. In such circumstances, we do our best to assign churches with fewer than four people in a room to these rooms unless the King room also has a pull out sofa bed and therefore, can sleep 4 people as if it were a double room.  We, at Youth Encounter, will do our best to accommodate your specific room needs.  If your group requires a handicap accessible room, please contact the registrar or event director prior to the event to check on availability and know that this room may not be near other assigned rooms.  All hotels have handicap accessible rooms, however, they often contain only one king bed.  
4) How will our rooms be assigned?

Youth Encounter will assign specific rooms to each of the room groupings you have already assigned within your group. Rooms are not guaranteed to be next door to each other; however, each youth group will be housed as close together in the hotel as possible. Specific room numbers and keys will be provided when you check in at the Youth Encounter registration table at the hotel on Friday of the event.

5) Who can be in a room?

Persons assigned to a room must be the same gender, unless a married couple (or family) purchases their own room.

6) Adult Leaders in the Rooms

· We strongly recommend bringing at least one adult for every four youth in attendance.  We understand that congregations, synods and districts have various policies regarding adults and youth in the same room and while we recommend (but do not require) that you have an adult in each room we understand that this may not be possible for some groups. We understand and support congregational policies in order to make it safe for everyone to attend. 
· The local congregation is responsible for their choice of adult leaders.
· The local congregation is liable for the conduct of the adult leaders with whom it chooses to entrust its young people.  Some churches choose to do a minimal background check on volunteers accompanying youth on overnight events. 
· The local congregation is responsible for the conduct of their young people, as well as the discipline of their group.

7) No Housing Fee for Event
A group that chooses not to be housed in the event hotel must register at the non-housing rate of $80 per person.  
8) Part-time Housing Fee
Part-time housing fees are available. Please contact the registrar for more information (651-287-8449).  Please note that pro-rated triple/double fees may apply if someone leaves part way through the event.

9) Multiple Hotels

If Youth Encounter utilizes more than one hotel for housing, whenever possible, registrants are assigned sleeping rooms in the primary hotel building on the basis of date of registration,  physical/medical needs, and availability of rooms, unless requested otherwise.
